	Commissioner Bilbao noted that they are still working at moving forward on a Community Recovery Center in Gem County.  They will be providing some assistance directly to VA’s for items such as transportation to a medical appointment.  Commissioner Rule deferred his update to Rosie on the Community Recovery Centers.  Rosie reported that DHW approached the Idaho Association of Counties (IAC) with the idea of IAC applying for Millennium Funds for start-up funding for a few counties that are showing some readiness such as Canyon and Gem Counties.  
	

	IDHW SUD’s Central Office
	Rosie reported that the August 1st SUD’s budget is in the Board packet.  They are working on implementing a statewide specialty network for PWWC (Pregnant Women With Children) and new guidelines.

	ODP
	Elisha Figueroa and Marianne King reported on Prevention.  There are nine providers with $200,000 in total for Region 3 delivering Prevention services to 31 schools, juvenile detention, and the YMCA.  There will be a Prevention Provider training on September 27th from 1-3 pm at the Dept. of Health and Welfare in Caldwell.  There will also be some provider trainings offered throughout the year.  The Strategic Prevention Framework Grant (SPFG) did not have any applicants from Region 3 and is not completely spent, therefore another opportunity to apply will become available in Spring 2015.  This is a coalition based grant opportunity as opposed to direct services.  Elisha reported that there have been significant changes to the way Prevention will be managed in the coming years with ODP.
