	Vicki Schaffer and Sheri Cook presented on the Shelter Plus Care Housing Program through Idaho Housing and Finance.  This program is for mental health clients who are homeless, leaving an institution (less than 90 days), or fleeing domestic violence and are receiving supportive services.  DHW Clinicians provide the referral and the client is responsible for locating the housing.  There are 74 units available statewide for this program and roughly 15 are available in Region 3.  Boise City/Ada County Housing Authority administers Region 3’s Shelter Plus Care Housing.  Sex offenders and seriously violent criminal activity could preclude the client from this program.

	Children’s Mental Health
	There has been an increase in children’s mental holds as parents have not been readily available during their child’s crisis or they didn’t feel comfortable transporting the child during the crisis.  There has been a shift to more crisis intervention with children and working with the school districts to address any crisis situations they may encounter, while transitioning Medicaid clients to Optum.  Todd reported that they are looking at statewide contracts for services such as a “tracker” system as opposed to the regional contracts.

	IDHW SUD’s Central Office
	Rosie reported that DHW and BPA have signed a new contract for October 1, 2013.  They are also working with Optum to transition Medicaid clients and are scheduled to go live on September 1, 2013.  August 21st from 9:00 am – 11:00 am Optum will be holding a statewide video conference for anyone who would like to attend.  Rosie expects the budget information to be available at the next meeting and also expects the same funding.  Rosie reported that Recovery Coach Training is moving forward and we should see more trainings scheduled in the near future.  Bobbi Blankenship has accepted the Director position at the Office of Family and Consumer Affairs.

	IDJC
	Joe reported that they will be hiring six new staff for their St. Anthony’s campus.  September 30th IDJC will be transitioning to Optum from BPA.  Joe also stated that IDJC has lost several administrators over the last few months and there has been a bit of a challenge in operations.  The annual IJJC will be held August 26 – 28th in Boise at the Riverside Hotel.  Elda reported that District 3 IDJC Chief JPO’s manage their treatment dollars and last FY spent 83% of their budget.  IDJC is also in discussion with Easter Seals Goodwill to serve the adolescent population.  There are also discussions surrounding the development of a juvenile mental health court in Canyon County.  Elda reported that their relationship between IDJC and DHW CMH has assisted them in greater placement and treatment for their adolescents.  Elda supports any Prevention efforts within the region.  
	

	IDOC
	Greg Lewis reported that John Carroll is the new District 3 Manager and updated us on the SUD’s program.  Optum will be their provider and they are currently using WITS.  An annual budget was included in your Board packet and explained.  A monthly budget will be available in forthcoming meetings.  IDOC serves 3 populations:  1) 1925-24’s (court ordered) 2) Re-entry/CAPP graduates 3) Risk to Revocate.  The new 1925-24 code will apply to all new probationers FY14.  The Easter Seals Goodwill grant ended in November 2012 which accounted for some of the budget funding in Region 4.  John Carroll reported that there has been a transition in the management team and you should see John and Alan West out in the community more.  Todd extended an invitation to meet with John to review the mental health piece of the 1925-24 that IDHW serves.

BPA is putting together a DSM training and there are a number of very important provider notifications that will be issued over the coming months. Idaho Drug Policy office gets five-year grant for prevention programs

Idaho's Office of Drug Policy has received a five-year, $1.5 million a year federal grant for to boost substance abuse prevention efforts statewide. Elisha Figueroa, head of the office, said, “We are very excited about this award, as it will provide much-needed resources to the state and local communities working to keep their neighborhoods free from the devastating effects of substance abuse. We know that the most effective and lasting prevention work is done at the local level, and this award will nearly double the prevention funds going out to Idaho communities.”

The grant funding starts Aug. 1, and will pay for a statewide needs assessment, and then will target 85 percent of the funds to community-level efforts. “It will really be based on the community's needs,” Figueroa said. “So they'll be required to look at their specific community and determine what the needs are in that community, and then they'll write the grant application for these funds. We'll fund evidence-based programming as well as those strategies that are … population-level based, meaning that they will affect the entire community.”

The grant also will cover training and technical assistance from the state to local efforts, Figureoa said, “to build the sustainability, so that when these grant funds are gone, the programs will continue to go on.” The grant program's purpose is “to prevent the onset and reduce the progression of substance abuse, including childhood and underage drinking; reduce substance abuse-related problems; and build prevention capacity and infrastructure at the state and community levels.”
