	Review Agenda and Previous Meeting Notes
	Review meeting minutes from 03/28/12.  Correct IDJC to Canyon County Juvenile Probation for Elda.
	Chuck motioned to approve minutes with corrections, Todd seconded, motion passed.

	Behavioral Health Interagency Cooperative
	Ross Edmunds, Administrator, Division of Behavioral Health, DHW.  Ross provided the white paper or “concept” paper; Transforming Idaho’s Behavioral Health System and delivered some background information.  The short term change will be the implementation of Managed Care for Medicaid within six months to a year.  The second change to the system is the Affordable Care Act which is currently in litigation.  The transformation suggests providing supportive services (housing, etc.) and behavioral health services to the local populations at a local level, with DHW continuing to provide public behavioral health services.  Ross will be traveling the state, attending RAC/MHB meetings to obtain feedback/input in order to make any changes to the current white paper thus evolving into the statutory entity to implement a system.
Commissioner Rule expressed his concern that while mental health services are critical for our community, there is no funding available at the county level with all of the recent budget cuts to be held fiscally responsible for the upcoming change.  Ross stated that one of the idea’s is to provide some one time seed money to start the entity and begin implementing the new system. Ross clarified again that this new entity is a stand-alone entity with many community partners. Ross also reminded the Board that during the RFP process for Medicaid, there is a black out period in which it cannot be discussed as not to compromise the process.
