	Lisa Koltes called the meeting to order at 10:02 AM.  Sign-in sheet, agenda, MH Dashboard were distributed.  Meeting minutes for June and July 2012 were distributed.  Lisa asked for introductions around the table.

	Ross Mason motioned to approve the June 2012, Elda Catalano seconded, motion approved.

Ross Mason motioned to approve the July 2012, Todd Hurt seconded, motion approved.

	Juvenile Drug Court
	Elda Catalano with Canyon County Juvenile Probation reported that the start date for Juvenile Drug Court is slated for October 1st.  This court has been in the planning stages for over a year.  Elda received $19,000 this year and will be funding the coordinator position.  In addition, Elda is required to have an advisory board to meet with once a year and also in order to accept this money.  Elda proposed that the Region 3 Mental Health Board be her advisory board.  Judge Koytk and Judge Southwick will be the back- up judges to Juvenile Drug Court while Judge O will be the primary judge.  
	Phyllis Vermilyea motioned to approve that the Region 3 Mental Health Board act as the Canyon County Juvenile Drug Court Advisory Board.  Jeri Gowen seconded, and motion was approved.

	Combined Region 3 & 4 Mental Health Board Meeting
	The Region 4 Mental Health Board approved to have a combined meeting.  September 26, 2012, at 10:00 am – 12:00 pm at the Dept. of Health and Welfare in Caldwell.  Joy has already discussed bringing Kathie Garrett in to discuss the Idaho Suicide Hotline.  Ross Mason suggested that Medicaid and AMR present on Medicaid and transportation.  Joy has also requested the presence of Ross Edmunds.  There has been no news on the release of the Medicaid RFP.

	Division of Behavioral Health Regional Update
	Todd distributed the Dashboard.  There has been a very small increase in the budget money allocated to Region 3 and Todd suggested some ideas for use of his budget money.  Todd also requested feedback via email on his budget allocation.  There was also discussion between Judge Koytk and Todd surrounding how the judges and DHW MH are working closing together on holds/DE’s and how the ongoing dialogue has been instrumental in streamlining the process.  Ross Mason requested that a speaker be brought in to review DE’s and the process.  Todd reported that Region 3 will be piloting a program with IDOC to provide court clients with safe and sober housing along with their supportive services.  There will also be an expansion of non-CJ adults as well.

	Children’s Mental Health
	Jose would like to begin reporting on CMH data such as the dashboard Todd utilizes.  Beronica will transition to the ACT Team, Dr. Meeker has retired thus there will be two openings.  Amanda is working with Elda Catalano and Juvenile Probation.  There are roughly 25 25-11A’s and there is a slight increase in court referrals from Gem County.  April is holding PLL groups and is on her 4th round in 2 years.  Todd reminded that the schools can refer to PLL.  Elda stated that she has seen PLL as very effective for her clients.  Currently in CMH there are 3 youth in high level residential care.  Todd reported that he and Jose are working to expand the reporting data (a.k.a. dashboard report) for the Board to include more information that should satisfy the Jeff D law requirement and SPC requirement.  Todd requested the Board to determine if they would like a sub-committee meeting or to discuss at the regular MHB meeting.  We agreed that this should be a regular agenda item at CMH Updates.  A list of resources from Region 3 was presented to the SPC and was well received.  SPAN Idaho is putting together a statewide list of resources.  It was noted that maintenance of that resource listing would be better managed by the local Boards.

Elda Catalano motioned to approve regular CMH updates at the Board meetings as opposed to having a subcommittee for Jeff D Law.  Jose seconded and motion passed unanimously.  

	State Planning Council
	Phyllis Vermilyea was able to attend most of the SPC meeting in August.  She reported that there was a lot of activity at this meeting.  Theresa Wolf would like to have a conference call with MH Board Chairs as a follow up to the SPC meeting.  Any feedback on the white paper, please send to Ross Edmunds.  The block grant will focus on Prevention, CMH and SUD’s in the coming year, as well as trauma informed treatment.  Kathy Skippen reported that the ATR Grant will expand to non-CJ adolescents that are referred through the school districts.  Joy expanded that Region 3 and possibly 4 will pilot referrals from the school districts.  Currently pilot schools for Region 3 are Nampa, Vallivue and Canyon Springs.  Michael Bartlett will be working with BPA to determine the best referral instrument for the schools to use as well as put the process in place. Idaho Federation of Families and Letsmove have a contract with the state and working on delivering various programs.  In November IFF will be holding an advocacy training for parents and trying to connect with all of the agencies within Idaho.  The membership of the SPC is on hold due to all of the changes, however, are requesting input to submit to the legislature for the transformation of the MHB and RAC’s.  The next meeting is January 15, 16, and 17, 2013.  There will be a teleconference in September.

	RAC – Regional Advisory Committee on Substance Use Disorders
	There will be a CRDS Team meeting in Boise on Thursday, August 23, 2012 where we will be putting forth our transformation and job duties for the coming months.  Joy also stated that she provided feedback to Central Office that the Boards have not made any decisions as to combining as of yet.  There will also be a SUD’s IDAPA re-write and public hearing on September 13, 2012 at 2:00 pm at the Dept. in Caldwell.  The 6th Annual Recovery Day event will be held on September 7, 2012 from 4-8pm at the Caldwell YMCA and is sponsored by the Region 3 RAC.  The focus for the coming year even with the Office of Drug Policy will be on prevention.  There may be some funding left over for Region 3 prevention and we will know more at the next RAC meeting on September 19, 2012 at 10:30 am at the Dept. in Caldwell.  Joy stated that there is an incredible amount of data collected from the Prevention Providers that can be used for the transformation of Boards when grant writing opportunities come up.  There will be a School Resource Fair on September 17, 2012 from 1-4 pm and there has been an overwhelming response from attendees (38+ thus far).  Joy asked that MH and RAC members forward the information onto any of their contacts.  Chuck with Intermountain has graciously offered to provide snacks/drinks for the event.  The DEA is holding their next Rx Take Back day on September 29, 2012 from 10-2.  1-5 youth have abused Rx drugs and stat’s show that it is a gateway drug to opiates.

Elda reported and Joy provided flyer copies on the Circle Training coming up in October.  Lori Farrens asked that Recovery Day flyers be distributed and get the word out on the event.  Ross Mason reported that the Shriner’s Hospital will be in town on October 6th providing free screenings for children.  Dr. Koltes reported that she visited the Canyon Clinic where she shadowed Dr. Pearce and then also shadowed Dr. Ashaye at West Valley.  Chuck invited Dr. Koltes to shadow at Intermountain anytime.
