	The Cooperative has been established and SB1104 was handed out.  There’s still uncertainty as to what will happen as the bill has not passed as of yet.  There was some discussion regarding the language in the bill.
	

	Mental Health Update
	Todd handed out the Adult Mental Health Outpatient Benefits Package the scope of which is defined by Central Office/Idaho Code, presented to the legislature by Kathleen Allyn, Administrator, as well as Region 3’s last quarter’s data.  Region 3 has been reduced by roughly 26% in resources over the last year.  These are prioritized as follows: (#1) Crisis, (#2) 66-329 & 18-211/212, (#3) 19-2524, (#4) Mental Health Court, (#5) Voluntary Indigent Care.  This Benefits Package has been in place for several months.  Todd commended the relationships built within Region 3 with the community partners such as judges, commissioners, and county officials to increase communication and working together.  Transportation costs for 2 clients on a mental hold were charged to Region 3 Mental Health.  The cost should be billed to Canyon County.
	

	Children’s Mental Health

	There was discussion about the Spice and Bath Salts bills currently in the legislature.  Canyon County Juvenile Court uses language that any inhalant for the purposes of getting high is illegal.  Region 3 Mental Health website needs to be updated and Joy asked for everyone to take a look at it and provide any updates.  Joy stated that the RAC Region 3 recognized Representative Sharon Block for her work in the legislature on SUD’s and Mental Health. 	Commissioners Update
	Steve Rule was the only commissioner present and discussed the budget cuts made by the Legislature to the counties are significant.
