	Introductions, sign-in, distribute handouts
	Lisa Koltes called the meeting to order at 10:04 AM.  Sign-in sheet and handouts were provided.  Lisa asked for introductions around the table.
	

	Review Agenda and Previous Meeting Notes
	Review meeting minutes from 01/30/13.  No changes.
	Ross Mason motioned to approve, Chuck Christiansen seconded, motion passed unanimously.

	Division of Behavioral Health Regional Update
	Todd reported that he, Mike Wraith and Sgt. Wagoner from Nampa PD are all CIT (Crisis Intervention Training) law enforcement trained and are train the trainers.  There is a 40 hour training coming up in April 22-26 and an 8 hour training either before or after.  18-212’s have increased from 2-4 per year to 12-13 in the last 10 weeks with clients that are not going to be restored to competency (i.e. Alzheimer’s, terminal medical condition, etc.)  Todd is working with the prosecutor, DAG and other Regional Program Managers to determine what to do with these types of cases.

	Developmental Disabilities Division Presentation
	Blake Brumfield with DHW’s DD program shared that they have both adult/juvenile 18-212’s and restoration begins at a Medicaid approved facility.  There are DD/MH clients in all phases of restoration as well as civil commitments.  In following the Continuum of Care Model, SWITC has transitioned from a long-term care facility to a short-term care facility (6 months), however, there are a number of clients where the guardians have not authorized discharge of the client.  With SWITC, there are 3 acute care DD facilities statewide – Eastern Idaho is set to break ground this year and Northern Idaho has a facility transitioning to provide services.

	Children’s Mental Health
	CMH has seen an increase in the referrals from the school districts, particularly for those severe CMH cases.  Jose requested the Board’s feedback and noted that CMH is also conducting satisfaction surveys from clients/parents.  Barbara Hill wanted to find out if referrals were still being sent to the Idaho Federation of Families and yes we are.  Joy reported that she is still visiting all of the school districts and providing education/information on all services to include CMH.

	State Planning Council
	Elda reported that the SPC meeting was very productive and informative.  She also provided a number of handouts.  The SPC expressed support over the new Behavioral Health legislation, however, they were also concerned about the long-term funding.  The new Director of the Idaho Suicide Prevention Line John Ruesser, presented at the SPC meeting. The SPC discussed the Jeff D. lawsuit and how the MHB’s are affected.  The SPC encouraged each region to have a CMH subcommittee to ensure the Jeff D. lawsuit needs are being met.  Elda reported that Region 3 has a unique reporting structure in that we discuss CMH as an entire board to obtain input.  In addition, Region 3 has an incredibly strong relationship with Juvenile Probation where there is constant open communication between agencies.  Casey Moyer requested direct feedback from the regions from his CMH paper.

	Commissioners Update
	Marc Shigeta reported that the D3 County Commissioner meeting nominated Carlos Bilbao to the Region 3 MHB.  The Board thanked the Commissioners for their nomination and asked that Commissioner Bilbao provide a brief bio.  Commissioner Bilbao has been with the Legislature, DHW, and most recently as a new Gem County Commissioner. Marc also stated that the Commissioners have talked with several law enforcement officers for the open position.  Michele Chadwick, Canyon County Indigent Fund Director shared that she is working closely with Region 3 BH Division to review mental holds and control costs for the Indigent Fund.  Michele agreed that CIT will be very important for law enforcement to attend in order to assist the counties with keeping costs down when possible.  Chuck suggested that the ER’s be educated as well due to the lack of mental holds by physicians.  Ross Mason suggested contacting the Idaho Medical Association/Idaho Emergency Physicians to present education and training opportunities for mental health services.  Mike Davidson suggested that Hospital Administration be involved in this education as they ultimately hold the liability.  Todd reiterated that CIT will be very important and will slowly impact some of the holds.  Commissioner Bilbao suggested that we contact Rep. Bolz if we are interested in presenting at the quarterly District Superintendent meeting.  
	Marc Shigeta motioned to appoint Carlos Bilbao, Gem County Commissioner to the Region 3 MHB, motion seconded by Todd Hurt, and passed unanimously.  

	RAC – Regional Advisory Committee on Substance Use Disorders
	CAPP will be presenting to the RAC at the 03/20/13 meeting.  There will be a school resource meeting on 03/04/13 from 1-4 pm.  There is a 10 am RAC/MHB Chair conference call on 02/28/13.  The RAC decided at the February 20th meeting that they would like to begin merging with the MHB.  The RAC was invited to attend the March 27th MHB meeting and will discuss further at their next meeting on March 20th.  Joy suggested that the Boards start looking at sub-committee’s for a working board and reminded the members that Toolkits will be coming in order to move the boards along.  Marc wanted to know how many members were on the RAC Board and Joy responded that there are a large number of RAC members, but it is no longer a Board with ICSA sun-setting.  Under the proposed legislation, there will be 22 members on the Behavioral Health Board.

	Pioneer Health 
	Chris with Pioneer Health discussed the new “juvenile tracking” program.  This program assists juveniles by providing them with a mentor when they are not with a guardian.  BSU Criminal Justice students (DHW background approved, interviewed, over 18) are working as trackers to benefit both the student and the juvenile, as well as provide the guardian with a break.  CIP (Community Incentive Program) funds pay for the services through county juvenile probation departments.  Jose would like to expand Pioneer’s services to other juvenile populations such as CMH.
