Welcome, Sign In, and Announcements:  
Joe welcomed everyone and asked them to sign in.  Dottie sent around a get well card for Penny.
Idaho State Liquor Division Presentation – Jeff Anderson, Director:  Slides have been placed on the RAC Region 3 website at www.rac3.dhw.idaho.gov  Jeff stated that there are mini-grants coming up and Catie Wiseman is the contact person.  Catie stated that the mini-grants will be available mid/end of February.  Joy also noted that the liquor privatization FAQ was distributed electronically.
Meeting Schedule for 2013:

Joy reminded the members that the RAC will be meeting monthly and the listing she has shows 85 RAC members.  Joy asked that RAC members submit their requests for presentations via email to her.  The CAPP will be presented at the March 20, 2013 RAC meeting.  Many members voiced that they would like a presentation on medical/legalization of marijuana.

DHW SUD’s Update:  
Rosie Andueza is the new SUD’s Program Manager and is attending the SPC meeting today.  Kathy Skippen provided updates and the expenditure report for DHW.  While we are on target for the budget, the numbers could increase with the IVDU referrals increasing.  IDOC has funding for supervised felons.  DHW has funding for misdemeants with a PO under ATR.  The screening tool has been changed in order to refer clients to the appropriate funding source and IDVU clients will be placed on a wait list in order to serve other populations (which are internally set - non-criminal justice adolescents, AMH Co-occur, DV court).  Kathy reminded the members that the expenditure report provided is for DHW.  All other agencies expenditures (IDOC, IDJC, etc.) will be provided at the next RAC meeting.  The rule rewrites will be presented to the legislature on the following week.  The Dept. received a grant for a Recovery Oriented System of Care and there are approximately 50 slots open for Recovery Coach Training in May.  15 of those 50 will be trained as Train the Trainers.  Kathy stated that the CRDS team will be of the 15 trained.  
Provider Updates – BPA:  

There are two new transportation providers for Region 3 and Mike will send the information electronically for distribution.  BPA funded 4 adolescents (2 from Region 3 and 2 from Region 4) to attend IDFY Leadership Camp in McCall.

Resources and Updates:  
Joy provided the Region 3 Mental Health Board summary that was presented at the State Planning Council by Elda Catalano.  Joy reminded the RAC members that she will be visiting the schools in the coming months to provide CMH/SUD’s/Other resources.  There will be a School Resource Meeting at DHW on March 4, 2013 from 1-4pm.  IDFY is currently running i2i Presentations in Region 3 and 4 with Midvale and Council holding presentations today and tomorrow.
