Welcome, Sign In, Introductions/Updates:  

RAC Chair, Dahlia Stender asked for changes/updates/corrections to the June 15, 2010 meeting minutes.  Greg Munson motioned to approve minutes, was seconded by Jim Rogers and approved unanimously.
Interagency Committee (ICSA) Update:
Sharon Burke provided Joy Husmann with an update to deliver on her behalf.  ODP is currently working on Spice legislation, particularly a sample ordinance for city/county to utilize until legislation is passed.  ODP is also working with the Board of Pharmacy classifying Spice and other similar synthetic substances as illegal. DHW Adult and Children’s Mental Health Update:

RAC Provider Updates:

All notifications from the Department are sent via email and published on the RAC Region 3/SUD’s websites.  An application was submitted by the Department for the Access to Recovery Grant.  Diana Bell wanted to reassure all that there are still services available for adolescents to include transportation.  Intermountain Hospital offers adolescent AA meetings and Chris Bower has seen an increase in the number of adolescents attending.  BPA did not attend the RAC meeting.
RAC Prevention Sub-Committee:
Greg Munson states that Washington County and Bruneau/Grand View School District are new to receive funding this year and the rest of the contracts have increased their programs/services.  Greg said that at the National Prevention Conference in Denver they talked about how they were starting to look at Coalitions to provide prevention services within the community.  This sparked a discussion that there is no longer a Coalition in Canyon County and that one should be developed.  Jeri Gowen stated that she has a regular counselor/school coordinator meeting (COSAC) and would like to invite members of the RAC to attend and obtain information.

Jim Tibbs with the Rural Meth Initiative Project presented at our RAC meeting and documents were shared via email on the status of the project.  They are focusing on High Intensity Drug Trafficking areas, Pseudoephedrine Control Act (state/federal levels) as well as coalition building. DHW Updates:

Ross Mason states that several Behavioral Health Transformation Workgroup (BHTW) meetings have occurred and are scheduled.  This group is tasked by the Governor to make recommendations on how to change/improve the delivery of mental health and substance abuse services on a regionalized basis.  There has been a good attendance at the meetings to provide feedback on the current proposal going to the Governor.
