
Region 4 ICADD Scholarship Opportunity    Deadline to Submit Monday - March 9, 2015

Region 4 Behavioral Health Board is making registration fee only scholarships available for the 2015 ICADD Conference in Boise, May 18-21, 2015.  

Scholarship awards are limited to providers (Treatment and RSS, and students pursuing degrees and certifications with proof of enrollment) and coalitions working in Region 4 (Valley, Elmore, Boise, or Ada County). Requests from other areas of Idaho will not be considered.

A preference for at least one scholarship per county in Region 4 (Ada, Boise, Elmore and Valley counties) will be given – all travel, hotel and/or meals are the responsibility of the individual. Award decisions are solely those of Region 4 BH Executive Committee and staff. Additional preconference only scholarships may be made available for ASAM criteria preconference session; applicants are encouraged to indicate if this option is of interest in the event a full conference scholarship is not available.
