After much discussion with H&W management concerning IDAPA 16.07.20, we have determined that we are not ready to bring the complete rule to the Board of Health and Welfare at their August 19 meeting.  

The one piece of the rule that will go to the Board is the section concerning adolescent residential treatment.  With the change in the child care licensing rules that went into affect July 1, 2009, there are currently no programmatic rules around adolescent residential care.  Due to this, H&W does not have the ability to accept any new adolescent residential facility applications and no ability to renew any of the adolescent residential treatment facilities.  Attached to this memo is what will be presented to the Board at their August 19, 2009 meeting.

The remainder of IDAPA 16.07.20 will move through the normal rules process and will be presented to the Legislature in January for an April 1, 2010 effective date.  With this change, we will continue to take comments and work with the field and stakeholders to refine the rule through the end of October.  Formal public hearings will be held at the following:
