	· Lee Wilson will find parent representatives to fill the vacant ‘parents of children with SED’ position. Individuals have been identified and are being contacted.

· Scott Rasmussen has identified Board Member responsibilities as outlined in the By-Laws on page 3, article 6 (Powers and Duties).

· The next legislative session my change these powers and duties

· Referral from SPAN for a representative: SPAN elected Lee Wilson to be the representative from SPAN.

· There was some discussion related to Lee already being a member on the board (see discussion section below for details).
· Eric Jones is working on accessing crisis beds for Developmental Disability clients in crisis.

· BPA owns Mountain View Hospital and they had entered into an agreement with Twin Falls County to use a portion of the old hospital to be opened this fall. Eric was going to pursue this idea of expanding or incorporating a unit that could house geriatric and perhaps developmental disability clients in crisis.  The old hospital is now being referred to as County West. There are currently 30 beds identified to be used as a geriatric/psychiatric facility.  We would like to have 2 beds identified for developmental disabilities clients in crisis.

· It was suggested that equipment for ISSH might be made available to assist in setting up a new facility. 

· Health Initiative Trust Fund is available to assist in funding community needs.  Contact Leon Mills with information on how to apply for these monies. Leon has already sent this information to Sarah Heck and will send it to Kathy Anderson, who expressed interest at this meeting.

	Discussion regarding expanding the peer specialist program as a board
	· There was some discussion around managing monies obtained through a grant.

· Tom Hanson suggests that we apply to expand the Peer Specialist Program as a Board.

· Leon motioned to appoint a person on the Board to submit an application to expand our Peer Specialist Program. 

· There was some discussion on gathering data and who/how we would do that.

· It was decided that the current duties of the Board do not include managing grants or employees.  The Board needs legislative assistance to become that kind of entity.

· The Board could assist private agencies to apply for grants to meet needs of the community.

· Board members could reach out to private agencies in our area to apply for these monies.

	Appointing Authority
	· In the Region 5 Mental Health Board By-Laws, section 2, it states the appointing authority is comprised of the Chair of the board of county commissioners of each of the counties within the region, Regional Behavioral Health Program Manager and the Regional Director.

· The By-Laws also state that until the full appointing authority stated in Idaho Code 39-3130 acts, appointments will be made by the regional Behavioral Health Program Manager for the Department of Health and Welfare and the Regional Director for the Department.
	

	Discussion
	· The By-Laws may need to be re-written so that not all eight county commissioners would need to be in approval when appointing persons to the Board.

· The intent of the rule is to have the language in the by-laws come from Idaho Code.

· The caveat in section two might allow us to continue to use the Program Manager and Regional Director.
	Scott will bring this up to Ross Edmunds to see if they can change the wording in the statute at the next Program Manager Meeting

	18-211/212 assessments
	· 18-211 assessments are ordered when the defendant’s fitness to proceed is questioned.

· 18-212 is the determination of fitness to proceed as well as a possible commitment to the Department to restore competency.
· Region 5 Behavioral Health typically is not notified that an 18-211 has been ordered.  If the 18-212 is ordered, time is needed to find a facility for the client.
· If the judicial representatives on the Mental Health Board could let the courts know that the Department needs notification of the 18-211 so we can make preparations as well as notification of the 18-212 results (releasing the evaluation would be the easiest solution). 

· Proper notification would assist the Department in expediting the competency of the client.
