	Meeting was held at DHW on Poleline Road, Twin Falls.
	Introductions and Welcome. 
Approval of RAC Minutes for June 9, 2011.
	A motion was made to accept the Minutes as presented by Dawn Anderson, and seconded by Brenda Grupe. Minutes approved with no corrections or additions.

	Update from Behavioral Health Services
	John Hathaway reported that Behavioral Health Services is moving ahead and that a Request for Information was released state wide seeking interest of an interest party to provide MH services statewide.   John further reported that there have been significant retirements at the Dept of Health and Welfare recently including Dick Schultz as Deputy Director and Kathleen Allen as Div. Administrator with Ross Edmonds moving into Allen’s position.  Also Brenda Grupe is retiring later this month.   John reported on the impact of the Affordable Care Act to be implemented in February 2014 which will make anyone who earns less than 133% of poverty level eligible for Medicaid, which would result in an additional 250,000 people onto Medicaid, for a total of approximately 500,000 people on Medicaid in Idaho at an additional 500 million dollars in cost.   This will be a huge impact on states as the Federal Medicaid match is initially 100% but quickly reduces down to the regular state match.
	

	Idaho Correctional Alternative Placement Program Facility  (CAPP)
	Angie Norton, Director and Eric Peart, case manager provided an overview of the CAPP program and the programming options including the 3 month rider (CAPP), 6 month rider (CRP) which is for conflict resolution for men with violent backgrounds and then the therapeutic community (TC) program.  It was clarified that the staff meet the IDAPA code requirements for qualified professionals.  There are 332 beds on the four units with currently 300 offenders in programming with 30 worker inmates. 15-20% are parole violators. Currently there is no outcomes data as it is too early in the programming but the data is being collected.  The clinicians do case notes once per week and the case managers meet with the inmates every 30 days and set up housing, linkage to probation/parole officer and other services such as vocational rehabilitation. Currently in Region 5&6 it is very difficult to find housing as all beds are full for safe and sober housing so most offenders go back to family or other less suitable living arrangements.  Average offenders are 18-27 years old but currently there is an offender in his 80’s.  
	

	Update from DHW CRD – Lewis Andrews
	Lewis requested an electronic original of the prescription take back brochures so that they could be printed by Jerome printing. Janie Ramos reported she has this electronic version.  Lewis reported that the brochures were not ordered in June as directed in June RAC meeting as the RAC budget was overspent. He was not able to report on the items specifically.  He reported that the FY12 budget started July 1 and has $4000 for this year.  An agreement was made to not order any brochures until a review of last year’s budget and expenses can occur. Lewis agreed to bring itemized FY 11 budget to next meeting.  

Lewis reported that South Central Community Action will have the booth in Twin Falls City Park on September 17, 2011 from 11 am – 3 pm. He requested volunteers to run the RAC booth as he reported he is no longer allowed to work a weekend day as his regular hours per Dept of Health and Welfare regulations.  He agreed to coordinate volunteer effort and those interest are to contact him.   
	

	Update from DHW Division of Substance Use Disorders
	Kathy Skippen provided the following:
FY 10 budget was over spend by 5 ½ million and this was taken out of the FY 11 budget. FY 11 budget over run was held down to 2 ½ million.  For FY 12 ICSA originally decided to to divide the overspend amounts into particular department budgets (DHW, IDOC, IDJC, Specialty Courts). However earlier this week the decision was changed to now have the entire 2 ½ million came out of the DHW budget.  This means roughly the 10.4 million dollar budget that will be able to be spend on SUD services will be 6.3 million as 1.6 million goes to prevention and the other 2.5 will cover the overspending in FY 11.     It was clarified that the IDOC clients that have been closed cannot be moved to other funding sources such as Medicaid.  

Michael Bartlet provided the following update on ATR:

In region 5, Safe and Sober Housing for adolescents is in process with the Safe House in the facility licensure process.  To date only 8 ATR clients as of July 5, 2011 which is a concern as there are 80 slots for $200,000.  There is discussion with DUI court about using 25 slots.    Spreadsheet  of ATR per region will be sent with minutes to all providers.

	Nancy Kunau reported that they are finishing the 7th session of TND (Towards No Drugs). She is currently in need of another facilitator as one is moving.  She reported currently the recidivism rate is very low with only 10 of the approximate 220 having a new charge.    
	

	Update from BPA
	Jaime Goffin and Connie Sturdavant reported BPA is working closely with DHW, DJC, IDOC and drug courts regarding processes for treatment and payment.  National Guard is partnering with BPA to provide training on how to treat military. This training is open to everyone not just providers and will occur in mid September.  BPA is also updating their website to offer webinars and tips/facts. 
	

	Update from Benchmark
	Annette Ludington reported that contracting with all providers is currently in process. There was an overall reduction in funds but all programs will remain intact.  
	

	State Board for Rural Law Enforcement Methamphetamine Initiative
	Jim Tibbs reported that the Rural Law Enforcement Grant was extended through October 2011. He reviewed the status of current grant goals to include that the status for high intensity drug status for state is in a 2 year process, the language to address the changes needed to strengthen this issue in set to go before the legislature in the next session along with the position to address the pseudo-ephedrine language and the Community Coalition Building was success with Payette county and Jerome County with them being in need of a leader to carry forward.  Additional discussions are occurring with tribes in Duck Valley and Fort Hall.  
Jim provided a resource of methpedia.org for webinars of high quality on many subjects of interest. 
	

	Other Items
	Next meeting agenda items included request to have Montey Stilles (Ada County Federal Prosecutor) present about gangs.   John Hathoway to present information on program that provides tips for working with kids of Incarcerated Parents.
