	· Community Service Award goes to Carrie Crom and is presented by Kama Johnson.  Carrie had a 35 year career with H&W and now volunteers and advocates for issues she believes in including advocating with Legislators

· Honorable Mention for Community Service is presented to Alisha Passey by Kama Johnson.  Alisha works for BYDC but dedicates far more time than she gets paid for.  She has influenced many youth over the years and organizes events with great success. 

· Annette Ludington is ill so there is no Prevention report but there are 2 presentations on community Prevention programs: one by Becky Hymas whose agency provides a TND Program for high risk students in 2 alternative schools. This course is 12 classes, 40 minutes each. They provide an easier venue to talk to someone who is not in an authoritative position over the student.  They also provide Nurturing Parenting programs for high risk child abuse and neglect. They work in 2 alternative schools. One thing they have found helpful is to slowly eliminate reasons they don’t come. They also provide the Project Toward No Drug Abuse groups.

· The 2nd prevention presentation was made by Alisha Passey with BYDC who provides a program called Connecting the Dots to develop parental drug awareness. Alisha brought video for the group to view, handouts and props. The whole picture of this program is shocking and for the trusting parent and teacher who may be uneducated, this is a must see presentation. If you would like this presentation given to a group near you, please contact Alisha at BYDC. 
· Kama Johnson provided info on ICAAD.  The application will be posted at www.attendicadd.com  the week of 2-28.  Prevention classes will be offered at ICAAD. RAC will offer a limited number of scholarships this year.
· Kama presented a letter from ODP outlining it’s stand that legalizing medical marijuana is not good for Idaho
· Kama provided invitations for the Patricia Kempthorne award ceremony in Boise on February 16th.

Annette Ludington, Benchmark
	· States that the state budget is over psent but not to the level of last year.  
· Child Protection clients will be funded by TANF Emergency Assistance funds at least until the end of this fiscal year. 
· Referral sources for misdemeanants should only refer those who are in an emergency situations at this point and hold back others until the new fiscal year.

· These measures are to allow the system to start the new fiscal year in a better place than last year.

· Doesn’t foresee holdbacks at this time
· Feb. 1st, ATR funds were opened to misdemeanants.

· Some GPRA trainings have been done and others are pending. Periodic GPRA trainings will be held in the future

· Details are still being developed for other ATR services and populations
· National Guardsmen are being marketed and should start showing up at treatment centers in the next couple of months.

· SAMHSA will be providing a trauma training for providers.  They will send out questionnaires to see what providers think might be most helpful.
· Announces Co-occurring training in Caldwell on February 16 & 17; Case Management training March 16th in Caldwell; ASAM training April 12 and Clinical Documentation training April 13, both in Idaho Falls
· Reminds all that 40% of ATR funds must be spent on RSS services

· State Prevention meeting has been changed to the same day as ICSA each quarter.

· An analysis of treatment episodes shows that 5% of clients use 20% of funding.

· ICSA is publishing a questionnaire asking about the perceived effectiveness  of ICSA.

· There is an RFP available to evaluate the Criminal Justice system

· Recommends betheparents.org

· A Prevention day is planned for ICAAD to bring statewide community coalitions together.

· Red Ribbon Week will feature Dr. Oz and Marian King (Drug free Idaho)

· Juvenile Justice Task Force at JCC on Feb. 24.  Lunch will be served.

· BHTWG goal for the year: select champion by June.  The legislature should set the budget soon.
· CAPP is not yet full but the Department has a 365 day commitment with the management company.

· Women’s CAPP has 130 beds between Boise and Pocatello prisons.
· BHC has a new acting Director and a new child Psychiatrist
· SPAN in Region 7 will have a training track at H&W’s  conference in Oct.; Also working with Madison Cares to teach teachers about suicide. Also suicide rates are up dramatically!
· Shaken baby cases have doubled since the recession started-most are Medicaid recipients; Terminating Parental rights is a system failure.  Reunification is the state’s first priority.

· The shorter LOS in Drug Court due to budget issues will require a change of philosophy.

· Annette was out sick today but sent word along she wanted everyone to know that applications for funding year 2012 will be out in late March.

	· How did the $35 million dollar short-fall turn into 185 million?

· Idaho gave rebates to developers of alternative power which accounts for $50 million.  This rebate project should sunset in June.

· It will require $70 million to bring Idaho into compliance with the federal tax code

· H&W is anticipating more in-house cuts

Fine print in the Idaho State Plan states that once Idaho steps into a program and takes federal money for it, it cannot be discontinued without permission from CMS.  This is a process that could take 6 months or more.
