	Paul Roberts, RAC Chair, introduced our special guest today, Jim Tibbs, Idaho Rural State Methamphetamine Coordinator with the Idaho Rural Law Enforcement Meth Initiative. Jim gave fascinating information to the RAC concerning:

· History of Meth-

· Surprise-3.6 grams of pseudoephedrine (Federal Law for legal possession in a 30 day period) = 120 pills!
· The pseudoephedrine bill shot down but will be on the agenda to try again. 

· Updates on new manufacturing of meth in Idaho-can be much simpler than previously thought

· Active Legislative proposals
· Encouraged local coalition building and summits

· Partner with agencies and local law enforcement agencies

· Single pot method of manufacturing meth showing up more than larger labs-much smaller space is needed to accomplish this.

· Region 7 RAC awarded 3 scholarships this year

· Idaho AG office flyer distributed on high alcohol drinks, Lazy Cake Brownies; Meth Flyer off RADAR website; and inhalant abuse in our Region.
· Drug Take Back days were very successful in both Jefferson and Bonneville Counties-Bonneville County pulled in a total of 279 pounds from 6 hrs collection on Earth Day and the scheduled drug take back day. Jefferson County pulled in a huge box full in only 4 hours of non-stop collection on their collection day. Their permanent drop off box will be announced when it is ready.
It is contracting time, all applications were due in Moscow on April 29th. Met with Darin Burrell and his coalition in St. Anthony. There is a lot of interest in funding in Ashton and Dubois as well. She will be ready at our next meeting in August with all of the newest updates of who and what has been funded.
Lisa is no longer working for BPA. Lisa is now working for CLUB, Inc. and will be representing CLUB at our meetings. Best wishes in your new job, Lisa.

· Two mini grants have been awarded to law enforcement in Region 7. Rexburg and Madison Cty.Nancy hopes more will apply if another round of grants are available.

· Underage Drinking tabloids are available for distribution if you need them. Please feel free to contact Nancy if you would like some more. It has recently been translated into Spanish. It will be posted on websites and available to you as well. 
· “Turning 18” is a publication they are funding again this year. It is a law education related publication from the Idaho Law Foundation that will be going out to all high school seniors telling them what the law is about once you are 18. The publication can be ordered through RADAR. There is also a classroom lesson plan that goes with it. 

· There will also be some more media campaign funds being pushed through the pipeline for underage drinking media.

Will be meeting on the 26th at the Five and Diner here in Idaho Falls. They are always looking for members and especially youth members.

With the sunset of ICSA, the Governor made a new order establishing the Interagency Behavioral Health Cooperative. The RACS no longer have voice on that committee. There was a RAC chair who held a seat on the ICSA. Our voice is no longer heard independent of our agencies any longer.

At the next RAC there will be a more complete run down of the cuts. Any needed modifications will be decided in the next month (July). 

The backlog is slowly being picked up by Molina. They are paying out 35 million a week. 

D. Burrell-They are working to get SUD ready to go by July 1st. Also working w/Annette Ludington on the RACE (Resource and Collaboration Efforts) Coaltion
N. Lopez-Meeting with the coalitions for a full day planning session on May 20th after ICADD in Boise.
S. Boyle- Working on the SA money & working with the counties to bring everyone onto the same page. The counties will drive the process by doing case management. The plan is evolving daily with meetings across the state as the work fleshes out plan.  
M. Christensen – Matt said whatever legislation makes illegal, the kids simply move to the next new thing. Drug use has not gone down.
J. Meldrum-CAPP is averaging about 2 a week into CAPP aftercares.  They are doing 20 groups a week which is their main focus. 

B. Butler- In tight financial times expansion of programs have evolved out of the use of the Millennium Fund. In District 5 a program concerning underage tobacco and drinking citations has been created Lack of accountability and recidivism of the kids gave way to an evidence based approach to process kids through the court. The parent must attend court with the juvenile, a diversion option is given at their first appearance for this program. There is good buy in from the family and the offender from the curriculum. As a result, the 7th Judicial District will be piloting a program. A position will be opened for this position in the next few weeks. A baseline will be taken of our 10 counties to see what is currently happening in our district with recidivism and see if the citations are working or not. All 10 counties will not be assessed at the same time. The parent or guardian and offender will show up together and start looking at some options. The parent goes to diversion court as well for some of the classes, the cost is $300. John Hathaway said Region 5 is very excited with this program.  It is felt the success from this program turns the kid away from future heavier offenses. 
Law enforcement is buying in and can see positive things are happening with this program. 

J.Edwards-Crimemapping.org- this is an internet site for crime mapping in Bonneville County & IFPD. It is updated every 24 hours and will show where crimes have happened in particular areas. It will help map gang related statistics and speculation on what areas need more work at certain times. 
It will help to know what crimes are being committed in your area. It’s a great tool. 

L. Bridges: Has gone to work for CLUB and back to direct service to the clients. Good housing opportunities right now and it is long term housing.

T. Kirkham:  Changes in the 2524’s was shifted out of DHW and went to Corrections. Assessments will go in-house. Clinicians, drug and alcohol people will be hired. Pre-sentence investigations will be doing about 400-430 PSI 2524 evaluations. Short time to build the infrastructure. They will also take over all of treatment money on the 2524’s.  BPA will be used for vouchers. There will be changes in the way we do treatment & possibly a lot of scrutiny on treatment and length of stay in treatment.
R. Rodriguez:  In the Division of Behavioral Health, the budget will impact services, however the services will be the same. Priorities are as follows: 1-Crisis 2-Commitments 3-1925-24 4- MH Crts 5-Voluntary population. 

CMH will be 1-Crisis 2-Court ordered 3-Voluntary population.

Dave Peters has received an award for developed training in Juvenile Jump Court. There is a now great little starter kit out there to help others get going.
B Mecham- the current BPA process for funding for prisoners is extremely laborious- good news from the floor, hopefully that will change soon! 
C. Erickson-Appreciates the awareness of the issues in the community. In regards to Congressional issues they are currently debating the health care act-amendments are being done. In regards to insurance exchanges, our state would like to see that handled on a state basis rather than a federal level. As it reads in the bill there are very few benefits to the consumer.

A.Passey- BYDC  has reapplied for Benchmark funding.  Their program connecting the Dots is still seeking audiences “where parents are already meeting”. Please talk to Alisha if you are interested in a presentation. 
K. Dana-  The drug courts have a graduation rate at this time of about 63% for adults. A committee has been created to do a recidivism study with a data base, checking for this district what types of convictions the person was arrested for and the cost effect. 

D. McKinney-Idaho Falls Rescue Mission is currently doing well. Emergency shelter and transitional housing are both filling up. He reported that 65% of his emergency shelter people have jobs. Donations are still up and doing well.
