· Needs and Gaps for children and families include the need to provide more: school-based services, psychiatric and medication management, community-based services for children and families, transportation, local inpatient treatment for children and youth

· Private Provider Needs and Gaps – excessive rules and regulations, closing of rural DHW offices, crisis housing, state-funded detox facilities, and residential treatment for substance use disorders. 

· Started a Children’s Mental Health subcommittee

· Tele-mental health continues to develop

· Legislators visited with the Regional Mental Health Board and RAC on December 19, 2013 – key topics: Medicaid expansion, transformation legislation, crisis centers and mental health funding. Information provided to the legislators included – contact information, position papers on key items discussed as well as a paper on Children’s mental health provided by one of the committee members.
