	Presentations by Faith Based and Community Providers
	Steve Wills, Twin Falls Chaplain Corp, shared clean and sober housing information. There is a house in Jerome for 14-16 men and one in Twin Falls for 10 women.  Obtaining employment has not been a problem. Success rate is high.  
Mike Smit, Twin Falls Reformed Church shared the Recovery Groups offered to the community.  They also offer counseling, food bank service, Wellness Clinic for the underinsured, and many other services. 
Dr. Sharon Custer, Miracle Valley Ministries Center, shared services and the philosophy used to assist individual to live a clean and sober life.  They represent 14 denominations. For more information www.theophostic.com

Jubilee House, Vickie Adams, shared her vision of providing housing for 30 women and their children.  A house was donated; necessary changes are being made to this house.  They hope to open soon, it will house 9-10 women with their children.  Eventually the house they are presently working on will be used as a Transitional Home and they will build another larger home.
First Assembly of God, Nancy Duncan, presented information concerning the Living Free Program now being offered to the community Monday evenings.  All of the classes are full at this time, they will be training additional facilitators.

Sitman Inc, Sherry Molina, shared the treatment services they provide.  Sitman is a networked provider with BPA and treats state clients.

Walker Center, Carmalin Resz, shared information concerning the successful gender specific treatment programs being offered to clients.  Walker center is a networked provider with BPA and treats state clients.

	A partnership is being forged between the 

State Substance Abuse Program, Walker Center, Dept. of Corrections and Hythiam to conduct a Prometa pilot study to determine the effectiveness of Prometa in dealing with addictions.   Other studies claim Prometa has eliminated the cravings for certain drugs.

	The need for a RAC Steering Committee to mirror the Statewide Interagency Committee was discussed. Purpose: RAC members will share regional needs and gaps in services to respective Directors serving on the IAC and to assist with the development of the Regional Report requested by the IAC.

	Regional Gaps and Needs in the Substance Abuse system.
	1. Priority population to receive treatment needs to be revised to include Caucasian male alcoholics. 

2. Waiting list, individuals are waiting to long to receive treatment.

3. Need adolescent residential treatment in the region.

4. Need Early Intervention funds.

5. Transitional housing for adult females.  
	Identified needs and gaps will be included in the Regional Report to the Interagency Committee(IAC).
Steering Committee members will share identified Gaps and Needs with their respective Director who serves on the IAC.

	Common Statewide Assessment Tool
	Sherri Molina reported the statewide common assessment tool will be GAIN.  GAIN includes outcome measures.
	Training will be provided to use this tool. Date of implementation Jan. 2008.

	Governor’s visit
	Gov. Otter attended the SIPAD Meeting in February. Adapting the  Montana Meth Project was discussed.
	Gov. Otter will be attending the SIPAD Town Hall Meeting scheduled April 3rd.

	Perinatal Project
	There is a possibility the regions will be receiving $6,000 to assist with this project.  


	Additional guidance as to how these funds are to be used will be forthcoming.
