	Access to Recovery Grant
	The State of Idaho will be applying for the Access to Recovery Grant again this year.
The grant is for $7 million each year for the next three years.  The focus of the grant will be on pre and post prison services with an emphasis on Recovery Support Services.  Faith Based entities now providing recovery support services will have an opportunity to continue providing these services.    
	The Access to Recovery Grant is due June 3, 2007.  We should be notified of a funded/non-funded status by October, 2007.


	Request for Proposal (RFP) for Substance Abuse Treatment Services and present Contract with BPA.
	The Substance Abuse Treatment contract with BPA expires June 30, 2007.    

We compliment the Governor and the 2007 Legislature for allocating $6.5 million annually to substance abuse treatment services.

Annual funding streams: 
Potential, ATR: $7 million, 

Bock Grant: $6.8 million,

State funds: $6.5 million. 
	A one year extension of the BPA contract will be requested with all issues remaining the same.  
The Interagency RFP sub-committee will recommend to the Interagency Committee (IAC) the RFP be put on hold for a year due to changes i.e. implementation the Gain Instrument, how HB1142 and HB1149 will impact the system.  Changes that will need to be made to accommodate Judges who wish to order from the bench assessments and treatment for adults who plead guilty to a felony offense and  adolescents pleading guilty to crimes.   The IAC will be looking at a best practice model for substance abuse systems and work with national, regional and local experts on what we want Idaho’s system to look like.  
This RFP will include: Early Intervention funds with a focus on treatment.  Prevention will remain the same.

Social Service Grants previously labeled non-competitive are now inviting Faith Based entities to apply.  

Healthy Families Program- This Best Practice program has three Faith Based projects in the nation.  They operate with qualified volunteer providers and offer Training and Support in preserving the family.  
Mission: Healthy Families-Network of Nampa promotes the emotional and financial well-being of all families and children through the coordination and delivery of faith-based and community skill building resources that support healthy relationships, strong marriages and responsible fatherhood.
