	Lynn welcomed everyone. She discussed the need for RAC Guiding Principles and invited others to participate in their development. The Steering Committee decided to develop Guiding Principles rather than By-Laws to be able to be more flexible as changes occur.

	Tricia Combs (Hope’s Door): Golf tournament next weekend as fundraiser; invited everyone. Greg Munson (Benchmark): Benchmark has completed funding decisions & has been awarded the state prevention contract for another 4 years. Hector DeLeon (Family Services Center): Hector is the exec. director for this outpatient treatment center. They are moving to 704 Albany in Caldwell. Their provisional license has been approved & they are currently providing services. Rep. Darrell Bolz: is in attendance because he’s interested in substance abuse. Rollie Tiedemann (WACSAC): spoke of their Walk for Recovery with Mrs. Kempthorne. Many families in attendance. They no longer have funding. Lori Farrens: is now a licensed counselor (congratulations!). Ronnie Finley (IDJC): a dual diagnosis facility is opening in Nampa as part of the JCCN. It will have 12 beds for males; 12 beds for females. The target date for opening is July 2008. Janet Borgen (Walker Center): new outpatient will open in Boise in Sept. Will offer relapse prevention & other outpt. services. Alfredo Hernandez (HIV Services Clinic): Reaching out to faith-based & dual diagnosis groups to offer testing & counseling. Jim Rogers (WACSAC): Spoke of their Weiser River Trail Walk. They are intending it to be an annual event; lots in attendance. Ed Galdabini (Safe Haven): Ed is the new owner of Safe Haven. Tess Shellenbarger (The Family Place): offering assessments in Washington/Adams County for both youth & adults. Trina Clark (ATR): ATR grant is ending. CSAT will be here July 30 & want to meet w/RAC members to get feedback about how the ATR worked. GAIN, the statewide assessment tool, will be implanted by Jan. 1, 2008. There are 3 sub-committees working on it. There will be training; includes 3 assessment tools. 30 people were trained in June to be trainers & are currently going through certification. Will establish a training schedule beginning in Sept. Assessments will be reimbursed. Will have a web-based beta testing (assessments done on web-based system). Training participants can train their own agency after they’re trained. This is led by the Office on Drug Policy (ODP). Kara Schallock (H & W): spoke about Recovery Month events & invited people to help. It will be held in Sept & will be hosted by the Caldwell Family YMCA. There will be entertainment, a resource faire, children’s activities & raffle prizes…all to celebrate recovery. 

	Interagency Council on Substance Abuse (ICSA)/Central Office/RAC Meeting.

	Lynn went over what happened at meeting. Concern: that A RAC chair is a provider. Discussion on how to handle it: put into Guiding Principles that there is a potential for a conflict of interest & that the chair would excuse herself from any vote that would be construed as a conflict of interest. Lines of communication were discussed between Central Office, the RAC’s & ODP. Lynn went over Bills 1142 & 43: the courts can order any treatment/assessment for a person coming before them (adolescent & adult). H & W will pick up the bill. There was an increase in the adolescent treatment budget. $675,000 to go to PWWC. Lynn spoke of how it could impact the treatment budget. Priority populations: IV drug users & PWWC. Must go through Ellen Cole, the Road to Recovery CPS liaison. She does assessments for the department in Region III. RSS (Recovery Support Services) will continue for current clients, but not for new ones. There will be no stand-alone RSS services; treatment providers must recommend them as part of their treatment plan. Waiting list for treatment. There are over 2,000 people statewide on the waiting list. If a person calls, they are put on the list and must reapply after 90 days. Lynn asked people to sign up for the treatment committee to address needs, gaps; especially in the adolescent population.

	Walkin the Talk

	After the Steering Committee agreed to scholarship Lori to take the course, she was asked to give a presentation on Walkin’ the Talk, as well as offer a free group to adolescents. WtT is a program for youth that is based on emotional intelligence & self-responsibility. Through these avenues, a youth can make positive choices. It helps develop truth, feelings & communication. As a youth experiences the feedback (consequences) from every choice they make, they learn to make for positive ones.

	HIV Presentation

	There are 1 million infected in the U.S. There is a heterosexual rise in women in Idaho. Outreach is important. Syphilis outbreak in Caldwell connected with meth & minorities. Meth use is driving higher numbers of HIV infected clients. Alfredo is partnering with Family Community Services. He wants to work with the faith community & the legal system. He is available to educate & test in organizations. We are not ready for the Rapid Test. Training is coming up to be a provider for the Rapid Test, however, it may not happen due to low response. The department is trying to come up with policies & guidelines for providers.
