III.  REPORT TO THE GOVERNOR 

Reviewed the Report to the Governor - recommendations were discussed and revised.  Following are issues/recommendations for consideration:
· Parents should be validated for participating at all levels of the system and reimbursed in a timely manner.
·  Continue to improve the tracking of state budgets so we determine how much our system of care is costing and whether it is producing the desired outcome.

· Ensure parent involvement in all SOC processes by continuing training.

· Ensure parent involvement in all system of care processes from the state level to local level.   

· Ensure quality of services provided by private providers across the state through training incentives to participate in Idaho’s system of care, wrap around services, and evidence based practices.  

· Continue to encourage councils to assure they are consistently implementing processes to serve high risk youth and their families through better access to wrap around services.  

· Continue to encourage adoption and implementation of the wrap around process on a statewide level to assure at risk children with SED and their families have access to services.

· Encourage better system collaboration across institution of higher education, DHW and other agencies. (Recommendation to save this issue for the 2006 Report to the Governor)
Courtney Lester shared concerns about the Federation’s experience working with families and comments they have heard about not being able to access wrap around services.  It appears some regions are saying they are not doing wrap around – it feels like regions are not all on board with the process. 
Jody Carpenter emphasized that the recommendations to the Governor need to be around support of financial budgets. 

Lt. Governor Risch wants the ICCMH to have the opportunity to review the section on Jeff D. before finalizing the Report to the Governor.

The regional chairs discussed the following at their meeting on Monday:

Cynthia McCurdy asked for clarification on the names needed for parent participation – current active members vs. those that have ever participated.  
Jody Carpenter asked for all parent participants and requested the councils identify those who are consistently active.  Each council is supposed to have at least one parent member.  Councils may need to send out letters to those on the list to determine if they want to continue to participate, if not, their names could be removed from the lists but would be referred to the Federation so they can continue with some type of involvement. 

Action Items:  
1. Cynthia McCurdy will e-mail all regional councils and assure DHW has the lists of all parents involved on the councils.  
2. Cynthia will e-mail all lists of parents involved on councils to Lynn Richter.

Cynthia McCurdy: Some councils are struggling with not being able to staff children.  A meeting will be held to discuss the issues with them.  Other councils are willing to work with the struggling councils to help them with the outreach and transition from staffing cases.

Other activities:

· Parent participation workgroup will meet with Jody Carpenter.
· Subgroup is working on a tool kit for new councils.
· All councils are being asked to review by-laws.  
Sarah Holt asked Cynthia to remind the ICCMH to include the tribal coordinating council on the budget sheets.  

Kateri Ray introduced Travis Cronen who is interning with DHW and has agreed to serve as the Region I chairperson.  Region I will most likely rotate members to attend the chairs meetings which will provide an opportunity for all members to participate.  Kateri noted that she spends about 29 hours per month on council activities.  
VIII. COURT UPDATE:

DHW is reorganizing documents gathered from discovery so they correspond with the court plan action items. All of the documentation will be ready for the beginning of November - Howard Belodoff will have the opportunity review the documents at DHW.  
Cynthia McCurdy asked if there was something the regional chairs could help with.  Jody emphasized the importance of tracking spending and coding consistently.  Also, regional councils should provide reports on community outreach.  

IX. JJCMH WORKGROUP UPDATE:

The workgroup continues to address relevant issues such as:

· Frustrations each have experienced accessing services 
· Case services coordination
· How to continue to serve those we already serve and how to serve those in detention and probation.  

The JJCMH workgroup will hear a presentation from DHW staff who work in the juvenile detention centers.  Detention administrators want to do more collaboration on the work with juveniles in detention.

Question:

1.  Has there been much activity from the courts under the new statutory change?
Response: Chuck Halligan – Under Idaho Code 20-511(a) approximately 12 cases have been identified – eight are from Ada County.  

X.  AGENCY UPDATES:
· Department of Juvenile Corrections (DJC)

Dr. Hulbert distributed DJC’s SED Individual Tracking Sheet summary and provided a brief overview of the findings.
In September the Idaho Federation of Families attended a teleconference with juvenile justice coordinators across the state.  

Recommendation for Dr. Hulbert – explore the possibility of tracking whether or not the committing court was aware of the wraparound process.  

Question:

1.  Does DJC anticipate getting information on the other 80 youth in custody?  The information will be skewed without it.
Response:  Dr. Hulbert – DJC will increase the sample size and hopes to have all responses included for the next ICCMH meeting. 
· State Department of Education:
Dr. Mary Bostick distributed the SDE update and provided a brief overview.  

· SDE, DHW/CMH, the Idaho Association of School Administrators, and the Center on Disabilities and Human Development (CDHD) are continuing to plan for a February meeting to begin an initial cohort of school districts to enroll in a school-wide Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports (PBIS)/Children’s Mental Health Project.  

· SDE’s Special Education section and DHW’s Infant Toddler Program co-sponsored and funded a training of trainers on ‘Positive Beginnings,’ a six module training package for positive behavior interventions and supports for children birth to 5 years of age.
· SDE is working with SPAN Idaho to support additional suicide prevention training for school administrators, counselors, and school psychologists.

Dr. Bostick introduced Marybeth Wells who is taking over the position as liaison from SDE for the ICCMH.  
· Department of Health and Welfare (DHW):

Ross Edmunds distributed DHW’s update on services and provided an overview that included the following:

· DHW’s children’s mental health program is in the process of redesigning its service delivery system.  The new model was successfully piloted in Region 3 and resulted in delivering services to families more rapidly. 

· DHW maintains a separate data base for the number of families accessing PSR services from private providers.  
· Funding has been allocated directly for the purpose of training PSR providers on evidence-based services to families they are serving.  
· DHW is working with the MATCH program which was started by physicians and led by Dr. John Hanks.  The program capitalizes on the expertise of child psychiatrists and uses it for primary care physicians.  The primary care physician remains the medical home for the child rather than transferring them.  The physician can consult with the child psychiatrist as needed.  The program will bring in experts once per month for physicians to be trained and will also sponsor an annual conference.
· The written findings of the SAMHSA federal site review on the Adult/CMH block grant should be available within the next couple of months.  
Dr. Miewald supported the MATCH program and encouraged getting the word out.  It is important to have some incentives for primary care physicians to be involved in the system.  Providing continuing education credits is another good form of incentive for providers.

Chandra Story reported on upcoming training in Lewiston for law enforcement, November 14.  The six hour training addresses stigma, cultural competence, and pocket guides will be distributed.  
Courtney Lester conducted an Art from the Heart session at the Nez Perce Tribe recently and reported the activity was very successful.
