Valley County is located in the west-central mountains of Idaho. It ranks 29th among Idaho counties in population and
5th in area. About 1.5 percent, or 53.8 square miles, of the county is water. The federal government owns nearly 88
percent of the county. Recreation and tourism are important components of the local economy. Nearly 31 percent of
all non-farm employment is with government. Other sources of employment are construction and forest products
manufacturing. Annual average total civilian employment grew 26.8 percent from 1996 to 2006. Major employers
include McCall Memorial Hospital, Cascade Hospital, Paul's Market, Ridley’s, the U.S. Department of Agriculture -
Forest Service, Franklin Building Supply Co., McCall-Donnelly and Cascade school districts, City of McCall, Valley
County government, Tamarack Resort and Brundage Mountain Ski Resort. Payette Lakes, Cascade Reservoir,
Brundage Ski Area and the Payette River provide extensive recreation opportunities.

The McCall Winter Carnival, which showcases nationally acclaimed ice sculptures, draws thousands of visitors for ten
days each winter.
