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These pediatric and adult patient care guidelines are intended to be used by licensed BLS EMS agencies and professionals to assist in developing agency specific protocols.

They may be adopted or adapted by the EMS agency medical director for use as protocols. They also may serve as a reference for physicians providing online medical direction to EMS personnel and ALS agencies. The online physician may provide more specific treatment instructions within the provider’s scope of practice.

· The Do Not Resuscitate and Safe Haven guidelines are required by statute to be followed by all levels of Idaho certified EMS personnel.
· Administrative and General Guidelines are intended to be a resource for use by any level of EMS Provider.
Ultimately, the EMT is responsible for his/her own actions within his/her respective scope of practice.
