Once you’ve completed these questions, you will receive an e-mail notification from VolunteerMatch that will provide you with a username and password so you can view and edit your account on www.VolunteerMatch.org.  The notification will also provide instructions for contacting, orienting and deploying CMS MedicareRx volunteers throughout your organization to provide assistance to people with Medicare interested in joining a prescription drug plan.

All CMS MedicareRx volunteers will receive a hard copy of the Help is Here Resource Kit: Understanding, Deciding, Choosing, Joining and they are encouraged to become familiar with the information in it so they can provide clear, accurate information and assistance to people with Medicare.
