The Early Childhood Coordinating Council is appointed by the Governor to advise and assist the Department of Health and Welfare on matters pertaining to the IDEA Part C Infant Toddler Program and the State Early Childhood Comprehensive Systems (SECCS) Initiative. The Council is comprised of diverse statewide membership.

With the combination of Part C and SECCS, the Council’s roles and responsibilities cover issues for all young children (birth-8) and their families.  This promotes planning and implementation for inclusive services across systems within and outside of state government. Additionally, the council must assure nationally acceptable standards are used statewide, build and support partnerships, maximize funding streams and close the gaps in the service deliver system.
