What Happens After a Referral
to the Infant Toddler Program?
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Once we receive a referral,
we will schedule an
appointment with you to
discuss the program,
explain your rights and
obtain consent.

With your approval, this
appointment will
also include an
interview/assessment
to identify family
resources, concerns, and
priorities related to
enhancing the
development of your child.

An evaluation provides an
in-depth look at your child’s
development and assists in

determining eligibility for
the Infant Toddler Program.

The evaluation visit is
done with you, your child,
and early intervention
professionals in your home
— if that is where you are
most comfortable.

The results of the
evaluation will be explained
to you to highlight your
child’s strengths and assets
as well as areas of potential
focus and next steps.

Every eligible child is
assigned a team of early
intervention professionals
to support you throughout
your time with the
program.

The IFSP is your family’s
written plan for Early
Intervention services.

Your plan is designed to
help everyone on your team
understand what is going to
happen, who is going to be
involved, when and where

supports and services will
take place and for how long.

Within this team, a
primary service provider is
selected based on the best

fit for your family.

This person will be the lead
interventionist working with
you and your child.

Early intervention services

are designed around your

child’s and family’s needs,
concerns and priorities.

Services are provided in
the child’s natural learning
environments (e.g. home,

childcare, grandma'’s
home, infant class, etc.) to
ensure maximum learning

opportunities occur

throughout the day.

Timeframe: Our early intervention team must complete the steps listed above within 45 days of receiving a referral.
