Updates Nampa School district:   Literacy Day March 12th at schools.
Encourage parents to come in, provide literacy activities and story
time, Speech/Language therapists will be there.  Greenhurst
Elementary will have a developmental screener on March 6th – you
must call ahead and schedule.

IESDB:  they are extremely busy, with 160 kids, this is just for the
deaf children.  Five are under a year old.

Vallivue School district:  at a preschool screening of 22 kids, 17 failed
with at least 1 area of delay, lots of new children coming in.  They
have 5 preschools now.

IdahoSTARS:  Extremely busy, working on new trainings, enrolling
more and more providers into the Steps to Quality program.

WICAP:  growing rapidly, hiring a number of positions.

Infant/Toddler program:   they have a new normal of many more
children actively being served every month.  As the valley grows, so
does the need for their services!
