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Guidelines for Initial CFH Plans and Addendums Adding CFH
1) Initial plans that have CFH as part of their support will not be submitted to the Department until the CFH provider enrollment process is complete. 
· Home certification is only 1 step of the enrollment process
· The provider enrollment process is not complete until the CFH provider is fully enrolled in Molina and the provider enrollment letter is generated. 
2)  Addendums adding CFH to the participant ISP will not be submitted to the Department until the    CFH provider enrollment process is complete
· Home certification is only 1 step of the enrollment process
· The provider enrollment process is not complete until the CFH provider is fully enrolled in Molina and the provider enrollment letter is generated. 
3) The Department will not accept plans requesting the date of home certification as the start date for CFH services.  The start date for CFH services may not be prior to the date identified on the provider enrollment letter.   
4) Initial plans that have CFH or addendums adding CFH must include as part of plan submission a copy of the provider enrollment letter. 
5) [bookmark: _GoBack]Informal Supports under Residential Habilitation may start prior to the development of formal program implementation plans by the program coordinator.   Documentation for informal supports must begin the start date of Residential Habilitation in a Certified Family home.
