Introductions & Approval of Minutes
Chairman Way called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m. Steve Isaacson moved to
accept the February EMSAC Minutes. Bill Arsenault seconded the motion.
Motion passed unanimously.
Licensure Action Report and Field Coordinator Update
7 cases are currently open. The average time of each of these cases have been
open is 298 days. There are four CY2016 cases and one CY15 case still open.
CHEMS and EMSC Report from Field Coordinator
54 people are interested in taking the EMT/AEMT Course. Six students signed
up for the next CHEMS Cohort. The Bureau is working on a sustainability pilot
project with Boise State University. The pilot project will be located in Lincoln
County with the potential of expanding into Gooding. Marta has been working
on the CHEMS data and collecting and analyzing what has been sent in from
the agencies.
POST Update
There is now a bilingual (English/Spanish) version of the POST forms. The
POST protocol is now titled “protocol” instead of “guideline”. Valid DNRs are
now available in Spanish. The reference for example of DNR jewelry now
reflects the correct page.
The TSE program has received 33 applications from hospitals for designations:
13-Trauma, 11-STEMI, 9-Stroke. Once all pending surveys are completed,
TSE anticipates 20 hospitals will be designated.

Education Update
The Idaho Center for Excellence Healthcare Partnership project funded by the
Trade Adjustment Assistance Community College and Career Training
(TAACCCT) Grant Program has collaborated with the Idaho Bureau of EMS
and Preparedness to provide an On-Line Rural Training Initiative (ORTI). This
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has been developed specifically for students that wish to be licensed at the
EMR, EMT, and AEMT levels who may not otherwise have the time or
resources to participate in a traditional EMS training program. The didactic
(classroom) and on-line portions of the ORTI EMS course are being provided at
no charge to the students or host agency.
The 2017 Idaho EMS Educator Conference is scheduled for October 13th and
14th at the Oxford Suites, Boise. The Bureau will continue to hold this
conference for educators in Idaho as long as funding allows, in order for
instructors to meet their continuing education requirements.

someone is sitting in active status with a license?
e Is there a continuing education requirement when activating an inactive
status?
e There is an immense burden put on an EMS agency to find other
affiliations when an agency closes or discontinues service.
