Contract went live in 2013 
· Initial term of three-years 
· End-date 3/24/2016
· Potential of two two-year extensions
Payment disbursement: 
· Aligned with  the exact identified Per Patient / Per Month
· Administrative cap on this contract  15% 
· Payment monies in excess of 15% are returned to state at contract maturity  
· Inpatient quality withhold
Medicaid PCMH payment tier
· Healthy Connections program into a PCMH program
· Done in alignment with the SHIP
· Introduced to providers
First Phase,
